Window installation to the opening
If possible, depending on the situation on site while fixing the frame, an opened window sash can be supported with 
no need to remove it out of the frame. If there is no support possibility, please follow the sash removal instruction.

Step 1.1 Place bearing pads at the bottom 
of the opening next to each fixing point on 
the window (A) and (B). If the window width 
is less than 1000 mm, bearing pads are only 
needed in position (A).
